BUILDING PERMITS – There are three new building reports this month:
· Dallas, Helen, and Tom Smith will be adding a front mud room onto Tom and Helen’s home.
· Mark Wilson will be adding a stick-built shed on he and Marcia’s property
· Patrick Hoins request for a metal building with bathroom facilities was suspended for lack of needed information, building permit, and forms. Engineering will need to be done on the sewer hook-up along 50 E. 

A meeting between Mayor Bunderson, Jane Simpson, Wayne Lloyd, Brad Skinner, Hoins’s contractor, and Kyle Jones from HLE who will get the engineering completed asap. Brad Skinner asked if it was possible to start construction without the sewer engineering. No word has been received from the Hoins. 

VACATION OF PLATTED RIGHT-OF-WAYS – Jane Simpson
A Procedural Outline has now been completed for vacation of city right-of-ways which consists of three documents including:
· Outline of steps to be followed according to Idaho Statute Title 50 chapter 13.
1. Petitioner must submit a written request outlining circumstances of the request.
2. Application must include a legal description of the platted road to be vacated.
3. List of property owners that will be affected by the vacation.

Once completed, the two-page petition will be submitted to the City Clerk. The petitioner will then be invited to attend a City Council meeting. At that time, the petitioner will be informed of the costs associated with the process, including publication fees, mailing costs, and title and recording fees.

A public hearing will be scheduled, and proper notice must be published in the local newspaper according to established guidelines. Certified letters must also be sent to all property owners who may be affected by the proposed vacation.

After all required steps have been completed, the City Council may grant the petition, including any conditions or restrictions they deem necessary. Note: pursuant to Idaho Code § 50-311: No right of way shall be vacated so as to leave any property without access to an established public right of way.

If the petition is approved, an ordinance will be drafted and a second public hearing will be held specifically for the ordinance. once all required steps have been completed and final approval is granted by the City Council, the petition can be officially signed off. These steps only apply to roads that have not been opened.

At this time, the work produced presented by the BADC will be used as a guideline rather than voting on it as an ordinance as only two members of the city council were present. This allows the T Jay Nelson LLC to move forward. Both Cindy and Rob agreed to the mayor’s proposal.
